3. PVC Policy Recommendations - LSC discussed the progress of integrating the results of the PVC report into LEED development.  
a. Item 1: 
i. Suggestion was made to include reference to LCA group that is being formed in PVC draft Report back from LCA group on a schedule to add more detail about the group to be formed

ii. Suggestion was made to quote the relevant section that a group will be formed to develop LCA language.
iii. Committee is generally comfortable with this item pending the additions noted.
b. Item 2:

i. Committee decided that this item needs to be revised for clarity.  Risk assessment has to be defined, and precautionary principles should be cited more specifically.  This will be revisited on the next call, when new language has been drafted. 
c. Item 3:

ii. LSC needs to define minimum elements for project teams to work toward – committee believes these should be bulleted out rather than included within a paragraph. M Lewis to work on clarification language – include language: clear, concise, objective, doable, documentable, verifiable.
d. Item 4

i. Committee thought that this item could be worked into a future LEED prerequisite.  The draft item was generally approved.
e. The committee decided that these need to be revised for a vote during a future call.  Items 5 & 6 will be discussed during the next LSC call.
4. Charter Drafting 
a. The charters are almost done and will be discussed on a future call.
5. Reference Guide Reviews
