Quorum met at 12:05 pm EST.

1. Declaration of Conflicts – None declared.
2. Review of Minutes – Approval of minutes were held until the next regular LSC call.

3. DISCUSSION: Market Charter – The committee discussed the draft charter for the Market Committee. This was a working portion of the call and changes were made directly to the document rather than outlining them in a discussion.
a. The committee discussed whether the charters should be submitted to the Board of Directors separately or as a group.  Concern was raised whether presenting multiple charters would take up too much of the Board’s time.  The committee decided that the Technical and Market Charters should remain together for presentation.  
b. Concern was raised about member v. nonmember status with regard to partnering organizations.  The committee agreed to include a caveat that the Board could rule to allow nonmembers on a case-by-case basis.  

c. The structure and size portion of the charter needs to be further revised before the committee is comfortable approving the document as a whole.  The LSC approved sections 1-2.1 of the charter and will complete the charter work on the next call.
