Quorum met at 2:06 pm EST.

1. Declaration of Conflicts – Nadav Malin works with products and certification of products which may conflict with the Board initiatives discussion.
2. Review of the Minutes from 8/27 – Approved by general consent.
3. DISCUSSION/ACTION: LEED for Retail 2nd Public Comment – LSC reviewed the changes to LEED for Retail that resulted from the 1st public comment period.  
3. The group discussed the changes made to SSc4 that the SS TAG did not review the changes made to this credit.  LSC agreed that the Retail draft should be taken back to the SS TAG for review prior to LSC approving it as is LEED procedure.

3. It was raised that food service businesses and projects with commercial kitchens do not have standard energy modeling protocol as common practice currently.  Staff updated LSC that EAc1 was modified to provide guidance for these projects and LEED for Retail intends on developing a white paper as well.  
3. The WE TAG raised concerns about EAc1 changes concerning ice makers and other water-using equipment within the credit.  LSC agreed to have the WE TAG review these changes and provide guidance on relevant areas.
3. Staff outlined the changes made to EQc4.  The committee raised no concerns on the changes.  
3. LSC agreed that LEED for Retail will be taken back to the SS TAG and WE TAG for review of the relevant changes.  
4. DISCUSSION: LEED for Health Care – LSC discussed the outstanding issues in LEED for Health Care and timeline for TAG review completion
4. The group discussed an MR credit in the draft that still needs to be worked on with the MR TAG and LEED for Health Care and how other MR TAG projects will be factored in to their workload prioritization.  
4. The committee also discussed the process for mediation between TAG and committee.  It was noted that the issues concerning this particular credit haven’t reached critical point where mediation is needed, but the MR TAG is currently crunched for time and needs guidance on when to continue the dialogue with the LEED for Health Care committee. 
5. UPDATE: Board Initiatives – LSC was updated on two initiatives the Board of Directors is pursuing.
5. It was noted that the possibility of adding social equity credits to LEED is being looked into.  It was suggested that the LSC could do a social equity overlay to identify existing credits already addressing social equity.  It was noted that LEED for Neighborhood Developments consciously developed credits with a social equity focus.  
5. It was also noted that product certification is being discussed.  It was noted that the MR TAG work on bio-based certification could fit in with this initiative and that the TAG should be involved in the discussions.   It was noted that there are many concerns surrounding product certification and the controversial nature of the issue.  
5. It was suggested that LSC let the Board know that LSC would like to work collaboratively with the Board on these initiatives.     
6. DISCUSSION: LSC Face-to-Face Meeting - LSC discussed the agenda and logistics concerning the October 4th LSC meeting in DC.
6. The group discussed that input from the existing working groups will be discussed at the meeting as well as carbon emissions issues.  

7. DISCUSSION/ACTION: LEED for India – LSC discussed the adaptation of LEED for Core and Shell for India.

7. The committee discussed that the modifications made to LEED for use by the IGBC came exclusively from Core and Shell version 2.0.  The group also discussed that certification of projects using the India version would still be reviewed and certified by US review teams. 

7. MOTION: MM To approve LEED for Core and Shell India for pilot with the caveat that they require 2 points in EAc1 as is now required in LEED in the US.

7. DISCUSSION: LSC would like a formal response from the IGBC that clarifies that their draft was adapted from the US LEED for Core and Shell.
