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privaie advocates are working 1o identify mechanisms through
which such an agreement could be implemented.

The Montreal Protocol is a remarkable success in a variery of
ways, Forernost, 1l s envirommentally successiul because the
controls placed on production of ozone-depleting-substances
are working, atmospheric concentrations of chlorine and bro-
mine are coming down and ozone depletion will soon be revers-
ing. It is economically successful because it was affordable to
business and virtually unnoticed in consumer prices. It is tech-
nically successful because engineers used the necessity of
change to thoroughly redesign systems, resulting in better effi-
ciency, better reliability, and better overall value for consumers.

According to an analysis done by James Wolf, Member
ASHRAE, of American Standard, the improvement in average
chiller efficiency brought about by the CFC phaseout was
comparable to the average efficiency improvement driven by
the oil shortage of the 1970s. As shown in Table I, between
