The GBIG Pilot portal: a map-centric website that allows users to explore and compare hundreds of LEED 
projects across the Chicago region.  It provides unprecedented tools to view LEED scorecards and 
compare LEED projects based on credit category-level achievement made possible by LEED Automation.  
The GBIG Pilot also provides information about Energy Star, Enterprise Green Community, COTE award 
winners, and ACUPCC projects that have committed to green building.  Check it out at www.gbig.org   
The GBIG Pilot was developed in collaboration with the Environmental Systems Research Institute 
(ESRI).   

The GBIG Analyst app for iPhone, iPad, and iPod Touch: a mobile tool for exploring green buildings and 
making quantitative comparisons with respect to achievement in different credit categories and the 
new LEED Carbon Index (a tool that realizes the vision of a "LEED carbon overlay").  This is a must-have 
for your personal green building walking tour of Chicago. 

 The GBIG Explorer app for iPhone, iPad, and iPod Touch: a mobile tool to discover case studies and 
stories about green buildings throughout the region.  This app provides narrative information on some of 
the most exciting projects in the city with content from USGBC Chapter case studies and the Department 
of Energy High Performance Buildings Database.
